SLATES GUIDANCE 2026
This year, candidates can choose to run as part of a slate.
A slate is a group of students who decide to campaign together under a shared name, theme, or message. Each person still runs for their own individual role.
Running in a slate is optional — you can run individually or as part of a group.
What Is a Slate?
A slate is:
1. A group of 2 to 6 candidates
1. Campaigning together with a shared identity
1. Sharing one combined campaign budget
1. Able to produce joint materials
A slate is not a political party.
It’s simply a way for candidates with similar ideas or priorities to work together.
Important: you must still register individually
Even if you are part of a slate, each person must complete their own nomination for the specific role they are standing for.
Being in a slate does not replace the individual nomination process.
Your eligibility, manifesto, and compliance with nomination rules remain your own responsibility.
Slate Budgets
To keep the election fair, slate budgets use a sliding scale.
1. Individual candidate budget: £50 for full time roles, £20 for part time roles
1. Slate budget: a shared pot that increases with slate size
1. The slate budget does not increase by £50 per person

All spending, receipts, and declarations must come through the slate collectively.
Responsibilities When Running as a Slate
1. You are individually responsible
Every member of a slate must follow the election rules in full.
Each person is responsible for their own conduct and campaigning.
2. You are collectively responsible as well
When you choose to run as a slate, you share accountability for the shared campaign.
If one member of a slate breaks election rules and it is judged that the slate gained an unfair advantage, it will be presumed that all members have gained that advantage. As a result, all members may receive a sanction.
This could include:
1. Deductions from your slate budget
1. Restrictions on campaigning
1. Formal warnings
1. Disqualification 
Running in a slate means sharing the benefits of teamwork and sharing the responsibility that comes with it.
What Slates Can Do
Slates can:
1. Produce shared campaign materials
1. Use a shared slate name or theme
1. Agree on joint priorities
1. Appear in campaign photos or videos together
1. Run joint campaign activities
1. Share the work of campaigning
All materials must clearly show:
1. Each candidate’s name, and
1. The role they are standing for.
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
