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The current UK governmentis creatinga Teaching Excellence Framework (TEF) to measure teachingquality in higher
education providers and rate them as Bronze, Silver and Gold.

Dependingon the universities rating, they can rise fees to certain amounts.

The metricsthatarecurrently beingused to measure teaching quality inthis frameworkare student retentiondata, the
Destination of Leavers from Higher Education Survey (DLHE) andthe National Student Survey (NSS).

ARU has agreed to raise undergraduate home student fees to £9,250 per yearfor the 2017/18 academicyear (this will
notaffectstudents currentlyon £9,000).

All of the metrics thatthe TEF uses to measure teaching quality aren’t good ways to measure this and have many
outsidefactors.

The NSSis supposed to gather student feedbackon student experiences of Higher Education, however the variety of
questions andscope of the survey meanthat theresponses are often little to do with teaching excellence. This creates
anunfair measure for our lecturers and other ARU staff of their contributions to teaching quality.
Thatthecurrent£9,000 fees are high enough alreadybefore allowing Universities to charge more dueto their score.
Satisfaction withthe university as awhole does not equate to quality of teaching.

That ARU Students’ Union should conduct a boycott of the NSSin protest of its contribution to feerises and its linkto
the TEF.
